CHARLES' LAW


Volume and Temperature are directly proportional.
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Ex: A balloon has a volume of 200 ml at 25°C.  What is the         temperature if the balloon increases to 400 ml?

25 + 273 = 298K      
200ml     400 ml         T2 = 400(298)   =   596K
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
